The Euro Floorball Tour - EFT-countries behind this proposagbtrioelieves, that after an extensive analysis
and discussions with a number of stakeholders, that it would be in botintaeest of their and the
International Floorball Community to create an Euro Floorball Chamships (EF) starting from 2023.

Objective
