It is with great sorrow, | on behalf of the IFF Central Board, send you this letter. You have on a number of times failed to
answer the communication from the IFF and its administration. We asked you on a number of instances to respond and
declare your standpoint in the present quite problematic issue.

The Ukraine Floorball Federation has on numerous occasions broken the IFF Rules and Regulations, by not turning up
for the IFF Women's U19 World Floorball Championships in Poland in 2008 and having retained from paying the
membership fees and additionally the sanction fees the federation has received from the IFF. Furthermore the UFF has
neglected to follow the pay-off plan agreed together with Mr. Stefan Kratz.

The IFF Central Board has on its meeting discussed the present situation in Ukraine and decided to ask the Ukraine
Floorball Federation a number of questions in order to clarify the real situation of the sport in the Ukraine. Based on your
answers the IFF will then take a look at your present membership status.

The Ukraine Floorball Federation is to answer these questions to the IFF, no later than on the 24" of May, 2011. If you
fail to do so, the IFF is then assuming that you are not in a position to represent Floorball in Ukraine

1) What actions have been taken in Ukraine by the UFF to develop Floorball in Ukraine for the last three years?
a. We would like to see number of clubs, played series and organised tournaments
b. Development of licensed players
2) We have received information that other Floorball groups have contacted you and proposed to co-operate with
the UFF, but You have turned this down.
a. What are the reasons for this?
b. Which groups have approached you?
c. Why didn't UFF participate in the meeting arranged on the 29" of April in Kiev?
3) What are your plans to pay-off the debts to IFF?
a. Please provide a time-line for this and explain the lack of contact with Mr. Kratz.
4) Since it according to the IFF Statutes can be only one national governing body for each country, IFF is forced to
try to find a solution for the situation in Ukraine
a. How would you solve the present issue with a number of different groups?
5) Inthe process it has come clear that the registration of your federation is apparently not with the Ukraine
Ministry of Family, Youth and Sports, which assumable is the right authority!
a. Which authority has registered the Ukraine Floorball Federation?
b. What is your relationship with the State Commission of Sports?
c. What is your relationship with the National Olympic Committee?

As stated before, we are awaiting your answers by CET 16.00 on the 24" of May, 2011.

As you are quite familiar with international sports, we believe that you understand the need to act in the accordance with
the rules and regulations of the IFF. We hope you with your answers will be able to clear present the lack of trust and to
answer the open questions, in order for us to continue the development of Floorball in Ukraine.

Dear Mr. President,

The International Floorball Federation has now for a number of times during the last month tried to be in contact with the
Ukraine Floorball Federation (UFF) and yourself, Mr. Bakanychev. It is not appropriate of anyone in International Sport to
refrain from answering to emails and even phone calls. You, Mr. Bakanychev, promised to call back to the IFF office,
which you never did.

We have on a number of instances tried to communicate with you, in relation to the outstanding debts of the UFF to IFF,
but you have chosen to stop responding to the IFF in March 2011. The debt is consisting of two different types. Firstly the
unpaid membership fees going all the way back to when you were approved as provisional member. The membership
fees now add up to CHF 5.000. The second part of the debt is related to the registration of Ukraine to the IFF Women
U19 World Floorball Championships in Wolsztyn Poland in 2008. The UFF failed to participate and also to inform the
Local organiser accordingly, which created a number of unnecessary problems for the organiser. You have not paid the
participation fee and the sanction fee for the Event, which in total is CHF 8.500

In addition to this you have received a email on the 28" of April, in which IFF is stating our concern for the present
situation in Ukraine Floorball, especially when there are a number of organisations promoting the sport outside the
Ukraine Floorball Federation. There was no response to this letter from your side.

The IFF Central Board has on its meeting discussed the present situation in Ukraine and decided to ask the Ukraine
Floorball Federation a number of questions in order to clarify the real situation of the sport in the Ukraine. Based on your
answers the IFF will then take a look at your present membership status. In order to clarify the situation we sent you a
letter on the 11" of May, with a number of questions in relation to the present situation of Floorball in Ukraine.

IFF asked for your reply to this letter until the 24" of May, without any reaction from your side. In order to remind you of
the situation an email was sent to you yesterday.

It has unfortunately become clear that neither You, Mr. Bakanychev nor the UFF is in any way respecting the rules of IFF
or the unwritten code of conduct with-in International Sports. We are amazed that you, Mr. Bakanychev, who also hold
other functions in the International Sports family, are behaving like this.

Your disrespect for the IFF and the fact that you have neglected to develop Floorball in Ukraine, gives the IFF
Administration no other option than to start a reconciliation process concerning the status of Ukraine Floorball.

We are open to hear your views, if you are willing to change your behaviour towards the IFF, but we will open an official
discussion with all Floorball parties in Ukraine still during this year, in order to speed up the development of Floorball in
your country. We hope that Ukraine will be an active IFF member participating in the IFF Events in the future.

IFF will seek all possible ways in our power, to retain the outstanding debt the UFF has to IFF and we will also take other
actions in order to set the situation right.

As you are quite familiar with international sports, we believe that you understand the need to act in the accordance with
the rules and regulations of the IFF.

RACC is fully focusing on handling all competitions in 2011. This year brought new challenge with
total change of club competition system with new Champions Cup which has an effect on Euro
Floorball Cup and also system of qualification.

Next to this RACC already plans year 2012, where there might be up to 14 different IFF events.

System of competition is now so wide, usually on a high level and also dynamic which means a lot
of recourses, both professional (office) and volunteers (RACC, jury etc. ) has to be invested.

Information from RACC meeting — May 27-29.5
1) Competition system
A) WFC
RACC confirmed that evaluation of the new system will take place after the Women’'s WFC 2011 but
the fresh first experiences were in detail discussed and noted for further evaluation.

B) U19 WFC

RACC continued with U19 future discussion. There has to be a clear view how the event will develop
especially if number of teams will grow. Since the Adult system is not taken as ideal for U19, potential
ways are:

0 Same system as now but more spots to qualify
o A-division + several B-divisions
o A-division 10 teams and qualifications
For the Women'’s U19 there is not yet a need of qualifications so there will be no need of change for a while

For the Men’s U19 there is already a change in number of direct qualified teams made for next U19 WFC.

The next Men’s U19 WFC could mean that a qualification is needed outside Europe which could mean
other terms for qualification.

RACC also evaluated WFCU19 term survey between federations which was done base on the proposal
from some federations. After evaluation RACC propose to the CB :

to move the U19 WFC to be played one week earliert han today, meaning that the term shall involve
the 1% weekend of May. The main reason is to lower the problem of term collision with the final school
exam from the category which plays the WFC. Official change would be valid from 2013 (2012 organizer
uses new term by their own request).

For the long term perspective, RACC feels if there is which to promote the WFCU19 there is probably a
need of total changing the term. For this change more detail discussion is needed.

C) Club competition
CC and the new EFC will be played 2011 for the 1% time.

RACC made a recap of the discussion development which started already in the RACC workshop two years
ago when it was clear that no Swedish men’s team registered for the EFC.



RACC discussed the process in changing the system and the outcome also involving the cost allocation in
the CC divided between Clubs, Associations and IFF.

One problem mentioned is that the EFC winner in the CC can't be in the next CC and also the possible
worse ranking in the EFC if the national Champion is playing the CC and the runner-up in the EFC.

It was discussed the ranking of a nation having a team both in the CC and the EFC.

The RACC decided that the EFC winner participating in the CC will be ranked 1* in the EFC ranking and
the EFC champion of the same year is ranked 2"

Long discussion were taken about the date — both tournaments are played at the same date which is not
ideal.

It was discussed how a division of terms could look. RACC think that it would be an advantage if the
competitions could be played in different terms, even if they are played the week after each other i.e. EFC
1% week and CC 2" week.

It was discussed to have the same system in the EFC with a 2" team from the organizer and decrease the
number of direct qualified.

RACC decided to propose this for discussion with other IFF bodies.
2) Jury work
A) Recap of tournaments from past season
Recap of the EFCQ:s, U19Q, EFC, WFC and WFCQ:s were made.
Many practical adjustments to the preparation stage and daily tournament work were agreed.

They will be included into the internal Jury guideline document and some them proposed into organizers
hand book.

Important issue was the procedure between first and final list regarding team officials. It was agreed that
solution for being able to change a team official even though the new official is not in the first list must be
found. Office was given the task.
The procedure of changing players during the event in the final list from the first list has to standardized
(with reason or just information etc.) it shall be investigated how it is done in other sports.

B) Jury guideline document
RACC went through the updated jury guideline.
Fines during tournament - for practical reasons it would help during events if the smaller potential fines
during tournament would be put in the competition regulations instead of the juridical regulations and
handled by the jury during the tournament.

C) Jury report structure

Martin Wolmhed presented a proposal of structure of the jury report after IFF events.
RACC decided to follow it.

Team feedback form from IFF events will be prepared by Kaarina and sent to the RACC for comments.
It was discussed how a possible feedback to the organizer could look.

D) IFF Handbook



An update will be done during summer so possible ideas should be put forward to Kaarina. Division of
compulsory and additional was discussed.

RACC discussed that regulation which should contain a rule of compulsory light and dark color sets of
uniforms form all teams (TV reasons)

RACC than discussed the number of players on the finals list, which was lowered to 20 few years ago.
RACC is of the opinion that previous number of 23 was better and will prepare a proposal to CB in that way.

There is a need to discuss within CB the status of the “Guidelines for potential organizers” since they were
not updated for some years and for example handbook is more detail and much more updated. RACC is of
the opinion that GOP could be taken away in favour of the IFF Event Handbook

B) System of the ranking for teams not playing for exact place (qualifications etc..)

RACC decided details for ranking, which will be based on points per match and goal difference in the
Qualifications (WFCQ & EFCQ).
Ranking based on all matches played during season will be discussed in the future.

C) Regulation for national teams in club competitions

Based on questions sent by more federations about participance of the national teams in club competitions
RACC discussed the requirements

the organizer mentions the eventuality of the national team participation in the tournament regulations
the organizer will receive an official approval of the respective Association and also confirmation that the
individual players participation corresponds with the national legislation

the national Association will report the participation to the IFF

the organizer ensures that a potential match between two national teams within the tournament would be
refereed by international referees

5) Competition seminar



There is a plan to organize a Competition seminar for federations. The seminar could be held already
during this summer (possibly in connection with Czech Open?).

Main goal of this seminar would be to improve the cooperation of all federations during the preparation of
IFF events and also to improve the knowledge of reason of different requirements and regulations of IFF
events.

Ideal participants should be persons in the Associations which are responsible for national teams and which
are active in the preparation of national team participation. Sometimes these persons are also present at
IFF events usually in the role of technical leaders.

RACC discussed the agenda of the competition seminar based on the IFF competitions.

Basically the target group would be participation but some time should be about organizing.

Important is to get also the smaller Associations to participate.

Ideal are 2 persons from each Associations (Association person + National team persons) — important to
get the correct persons to participate.

Mr. Hans Botman, the chairman of the IFF RC opened the meeting on the 17" of
September 9:00 and welcomed all the RC members to the meeting.

The RC had wide discussion about the referee nominations for the Women’s WFC,
which will be played in St.Gallen Switzerland in December 2011. The RC also talked
about the new system for referees, when the nominations are divided into the men’s
and women’s categories, which have been in use from the beginning of 2011.

Mr. Veli Halonen presented the nomination proposal made by the office

The RC had a wide and long discussion about the nominations for the Women’s WFC.
The basic idea, since the referee nomination system has been divided to two
categories is to nominate those referees who are concentrating on the women'’s
matches should mainly be the ones in the events for women. However, we have only
started the new specialized system in 2011. At this moment, there are not enough
referee couples specialized on the female side and most of the couple we have are
quite new and need to grow into the system. All candidates were carefully evaluated
and it was decided that some couples needed to get a bit more experience on other
tournaments before we can nominate them for WFC.

Based on the feedback from the IFF referee observers and the RC, RC decided that at
this moment we do not have 6 gold level referee couples on the female side. Since
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this is WFC, we need to secure that the nominated referees have the knowledge and
experience to lead such an important tournament. Therefor the RC decided to
complete the nomination with couples that specialize on the male side, but have the
guality and experience to lead a WWFC.

The RC decided the nominations for the Women'’s

RC also had a general discussion about the nominations and from the nomination
point of view there have only been problems dividing the nomination for the
Champions Cup and EFC Final round, since there are men’s and women’s teams in
the same tournament and also 2 extra teams from the organizing countries in the
Champion Cup. Otherwise the system has worked out well.

The RC nominated Swiss referee pair Niklaus Gupfert/Thomas Ziegler to be IFF
referees and the office will try to find a suitable nomination for them for the upcoming
international weekend.

The RC also finds it very important to increase the number of female referees based
on the equality function, which is also important issue for the I0OC. Therefore the RC
requests female referee proposals from those IFF member federations, which already
have female referees in their national highest level. At this time that would mainly
mean Sweden.

For the future nominations the head of the referee management of each tournament is
also added to the e-mail delivery list, when the proposal will be sent out.

3. The RC had a discussion about the referee nomination for the U19 friendly
internationals. The RC will do its best in order to support especially the smaller
federations in this issue by nominating the referees the most cost efficient way. The
RC decided that it will be possible the nominate referees from the development group
for U19 friendly internationals, once the RC feels that this couple is ready for such a
nominations. If the referees from the IFF development group will be used, there will
always be an observer nominated.

4. Mr. Lukas Gyger gave a presentation of how the IFF RC can and will support the
potential Gold-level referees in their careers as IFF referees in the future. Especially
the referees from smaller countries, where the level of Floorball is not that high and
they should have more challenging matches during the regular season and perhaps in
some other country. ( Appendix 1)

The RC will continue discussion and planning of the possibility to implement this
system sometime in the future. The RC members will also discuss this issue in their
national federations and about the possibility of longer term referee exchange
programs between nations especially in the areas, where the distances between
countries are not that long, so that the referees don't actually have to move.

5. Mr. Gyger also presented the plan of action to support the existing Gold-level
referees.(Appendix 1)

The RC had a long and fruitful discussion about the presentation. Mr. Thim and Mr.
Gyger will be in touch with the organizers of the Women’s WFC in order to find out the
possibilities to at least have some of the issues mentioned in the presentation, for
example the possibility to offer the referees some help, such as massage etc.

RC also discussed about the possibility to arrange an education for the IFF Gold-level
referees annually. The education would contain physical test, rule tests and referee
education. Mr. Thim and Mr. Gyger will come up with a proposal

6. Mr. Jan Nordli gave a report about the IFF referee Development Group. The group has
been formed at the present time there are 10 couples in the development group. The
general idea is to be able to appoint a ‘coach’, which is an IFF referee observer, who
can help the referees in their career.

4 couples of the group have already been observed and coached during summer in
the major club tournaments.

Mr. Jan Nordli is waiting for more proposals from the IFF member association in order
to increase the amount of the referees in the development group.

Mr. Nordli proposed to the IFF RC that the RC would nominate the Danish Couple
Jacob Frejlev/Kurt Pedersen Lot from the development group as official IFF referees
and the RC approved the proposal. He also proposed that the office would send out
information to the associations once more as a reminder to study the possibility to
propose more referees to the development group, which was also approved.

The RC also discussed about the ways to increase the amount of the female referees
in the IFF level as well as in general. Female referees can naturally also be part of the
IFF referee Development Group. The RC concluded that we need to start by enlarging
the number of female referees on the national level. The RC has noted that this is
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quite a challenge for most members. The IFF CB is also working on the issue of
female players and coaches and the RC finds it important to add female referees as
one topic to that. The RC proposes to create a working group for the development of
the female referees together with the equality function and the national RCs. This
working group should learn from other sports and help the IFF members to build a
system for female referees. Mr. Hans Botman will contact the IFF office, the equality
function and the national federations to build a joined working group.

Mr. Pierre Boudville gave a report about the referee situation in the AOFC. (Appendix
2). The RC approved the report and discussed about the situation in Asia. The RC will
also study the possibility to help Japan, with its request, about having an experienced
IFF referee observer sent over to educate the Japanese referees. That could be
possible to arrange during the Men’s qualification in Japan in January 2012.

Mr. Thomas Thim gave a report of the status of the new referee educational material.
The material is now basically ready and it will be delivered to the RC members in a
CD-rom format. The RC talked about the possibility to arrange a meeting with the core
countries about the use of the new material, since it is essential that there are
instructions and guidelines for the IFF member associations how to use it and to whom
and which level it will be used. Mr. Thomas Thim and Mr. Veli Halonen will investigate
the possibilities for that. There is also need for a training course for the national
trainers, who will educate the material in their own federations.

Mr. Thim also presented the on-line rule test system, which is one part of the
educational material.

The IFF Chairman Mr. Hans Botman ended the meeting 11:30 on Sunday the 18" of
September and thanked all the participants for a good and fruitful meeting.

Next meeting: The RC decided to have the next meeting 10"-11" of March 2012 in
Berlin. The RC would like to include a meeting with the RC of the Floorball
Deutschland to discus development and cooperation. The meeting will start on
Saturday the 10™ of March and end on Sunday the 11™.

UPDATE REPORT ON REFEREE SITUATION IN AOFC MEMBER C OUNTRIES

AUSTRALIA
No updates on referees but information on State Leagues.

Perth Floorball League

PFL or Perth Floorball League is the new revised name for the FAWA Elite season. This season, there will
be three different divisions.

Men’s League

Mixed League

Women'’s League

The Men’s and Mixed League is likely to be played on either Friday night or Saturday and definitely on
Sunday, with numbers permitting. The Women'’s League is to be played on Saturday, and depending on the
numbers, will probably be held after the new year due to the Ladies World Championships. The main aim is
to also get more games for each division with less byes.

New South Wales Eite Series

The NSW Elite Series is usually played from October to May. The 2010/2011 NSW Elite Series featured 8
teams playing each other twice in a season, followed by the semi-final playoffs for the top 4 teams and the
Grand Final.

INDONESIA

Mr Andreas Tedjasukmana from Floorball Indonesia has indicated that they will support and need referee
development and training. They have around 100 schools that are playing floorball but no trained referees
of sufficiently high standard. He has suggested whether it is possible for a referee programme to be
organised by AOFC or IFF in mid-December 2011 in Jakarta, Indonesia. If such a programme was
organised, they would have around 70 interested participants.

JAPAN

Mr Takanobu YOSHINO of Japan Floorball Association reported that the Japanese league is held from the
end of March to the beginning of October. For Men, there are 2 Divisions with 8 teams in Division 1 and 6
teams in Division 2. For Ladies, there are 4 teams.

Japan started a referee certification system in 2010 and now has about 30 certified referees. Mr Kazuyori
GOTO is the Chairman of the Referee Committee in Japan. However, his English is limited.

The 2 IFFF referees are Mr Eisaburo OKANO and Mr Keita SUZUKI. The referee couple of Mr So
NAKAJIMA and Mr Takeshi MIYAZAWA has been identified for further development. Unfortunately, there
are no active female referees in Japan. The referees are paired up by the clubs that they represent.

Mr YOSHINO has requested for an experienced referee observer from IFF or AOFC to be sent to Japan to
give advice in their national championship, as it would help the Japanese referees. Mr YOSHINO feels that
the IFF Development Seminar (Referee Module) has not been very helpful to the Japanese participants as

English is a big problem for them. He would prefer individual teaching by an experienced referee observer.

KOREA

No information available.



MALAYSIA

Mr Edward Lim from Malaysian Floorball Association reported that Malaysia has not officially started the
national league yet, although there has been quite a number of friendly matches between clubs from
different Malaysian states as well as friendly matches between Malaysian states. However, 4 Malaysian
states have their own league, namely Penang, Selangor, Wilayah and Sabah. Penang has 2 Men’s
Divisions with 8 team each, and a Ladies league with only 3 teams (which was started in 2011). Penang
also has a schools tournament which gathers about 15 school teams. The Penang leagues are usually
held in the first half of the year, with the schools league played in March.

Selangor run its league from November till the middle of the following year. There are 10 teams in the
Selangor men’s league. This coming season, a ladies’ league with 5 teams will also be started, including
one team from Penang.

Sabah in East Malaysia has 5 to 6 teams in its league, which is played in the first half of the year.

Malaysia currently only has 4 active certified referees, including 1 female referee. As most of these
referees are also players, they are randomly assigned to pair up together as and when there are matches
to referee and according to their availability as assignments would have to fit in with their playing schedule.

There are not enough referee candidates at the present moment, as most of the people who are involved
are still players would prefer to continue playing rather than be referees.

They would like more referee seminars to be organised regionally. They have found the IFF Development
Seminar (Referee Module) to be very useful.

SINGAPORE

The Singapore Floorball League (SFL) is held year round for different Divisions, which have actually been
renamed for marketing purposes:

SFL Men Premiership (April to July) — 12 teams
SFL Men Championship (July to October) — 12 teams
SFL Men Conference (November to March) — 24 teams

SFL Ladies Premiership (April to July) — 12 teams
SFL Ladies Championship (July to October) — 16 teams

In addition, there are inter-schools tournaments held for various age groups:

Primary schools (Under 12)
C Division (Under 14)
B Division (Under 17)
A Division (Under 20)

There are also tournaments organised among the technical institutes, universities and polytechnics:

POL-ITE Games (Polytechnics and Institute for Technical Education)
IVP Games (Institute for Technical Education, Varsities (universities) and Polytechnics

For referees, Singapore has a pair of IFF referees (Mohd Sharil and Dennis Lim). There is also a female

referee couple (Serena Tiong and Debbie Poh) being nominated. A third female referee (Carmen Teo) is

also being groomed but she does not have a female referee partner who is committed or at a high enough
level yet. More male referees are also being identified and groomed for further development.

Material Regulation edition 2012, upcoming news/cha  nges

The IFF Development Board, which consist of a number of Floorball Manufacturers have in
their meeting in June discussed the different needs and wishes from the market to make
changes in the IFF Material Regulation, edition 2012 (for 2012 — 2014). Based on this the IFF
has together with SP made the following proposals for a change:

New clause
1.11 Rules for the transfer of a brand/s to otherc  ompany
The reason for the transfer of brand/s to other companies can be e.g. due to takeovers,
license withdrawal, bankruptcy, etc.
In a transfer of an existing brand/s, in addition to the general rules (see point 5.6), the new
company must take responsibility for the brand/s outstanding debs related to the IFF-
marking system (such as accounting reports, testing, certification), before the new
certificates can be issued to the new brand license owner.

Changed clause
1.3.2.4 Embossed mark for blades and balls
The brand name of the blade has to be shown as an embossed marking on the blade.
The font size has to be at least 5 mm in height. Companies have to adopted the new
marking requirement not later than 1% of July 2012, see point 2.1.1. Make sure that all
new molding tools manufactured after January 1% 2011 has the brand name engraved
and all blades produced after July 1> 2012 is carrying the brand name.
Companies can apply for an exemption from the new marking for a period of maximum
two years.

New clause
1.3.2.6 Uniformed stick measurement
The length of the stick has to be uniformed. The length to be communicated to the
customers is the length of the stick measured as described in appendix 1 point 5.2.4.
Companies have to adopted the new marking requirement not later than 1* of July 2012,
see point 2.1.1. Make sure that all new sticks produced after July 1 2012 is carrying the
new uniformed stick measurement.
Companies can apply for an exemption from the new marking for a period of maximum
two years.

Changed clause

2.1.3 Stick Dimensions

- The stick length will be increased by 20 mm to a maximum of 1140 mm.

- The shaft's curve radius will be reduced by 3 mm to a minimum of 6 mm, except for
the lower 30 mm of the shaft, which is to be minimum 9 mm in radius.

The shaft's diameter is to be maximum 35 mm, not including grip binding and the knob
closing it.

- Length of grip line marking will remain the same 375+ 20mm and will be measured to
the centre of the line / design. The grip line / design marking is to be minimum 2 mm
and maximum 40 mm wide. The grip line / design is to have a good contrast to the
background colour.

a) stick length max 1140 mm

b) the shaft's curve radius min 6 mm

c) the shaft's diameter max 35 mm

d) length to the grip line / design marking 375 +20/-20 mm

e) width of grip line / design marking min 2 mm and max 40 mm

Changed clause
2.3.1 Goal, general design
The goal is to be designed without a metal bar for holding the drop-net.



The Goal cages produced before January 1% 2012 can for a transfusion period of a
maximum of four years can be used with the middle bar. No goal cages produced after
January 1* 2012 shall have the middle bar.

Changed clause
2.3.7 Goal, Drop Net Length
The drop net length is to be such that the bottom edge hangs between a min of -50 mm
and a max of 50 mm from the playing surface.

The manufacturers have the possibility to comment upon the proposal of these changes
to the SP/IFF until the 15th of September.

The IFF Central Board will make the decision of the changes for the Material Regulations,
edition 2012 (for 2012 — 2014) in its meeting on the 1-2.10.2011.

SP will send out a preview on the 15" of October, which the manufacturers can still
comment upon until the 31 of October, 2011.

The new rules are then adopted for 2012 — 2014 and start to be in force from the 1 of
July 2012.

Changes in testing/certification of Floorball goggl es
SP has revised system for testing and certification. The clause "Resistance to Fogging"
(that caused problems for many companies) has been removed. SP have concluded that
the test do not directly relate to the safety, it is more of comfort-related nature.
It will also be possible to collect all goggles (senior, junior, kid) of the same type
in the same certificate. All in all, it will cause the total price to be reduced,
especially at prolongation of certificates.

Changes in the certification system (sticks)
Certificates will be issued after approved type testing and be valid for 5 years as today.
The certificate will show the properties of the shaft e.g. straight tapered carbon shatft, flex
27 mm, diameter and length as well as drawing number and date. No brand or model
name will be entered on the certificate.
All information about brand and model name connected to the certificate will only be
recorded in the database. At any updates (new model name, etc.) during the validity of the
certificate will, therefore, only be updated in the database.
When updating a certificate with an e.g. new model hame, please send in the MS Excel
list showing the model range, in the same way as is done today. IFF has highlighted that it
is very important that all brands and models that are certified also are shown in the
database, it also applies to any special models, limit edition models, etc.
With the new system, the cost associated with updating will approximately be the half of
todays. The cost of new certificate, construction changes in the certificate and renewal of
certificate persist at the current rate.

The new system will be implemented by January 1% 2012.

More detailed information about the changes in the certification system will be sent out
during autumn 2011.

on Sports Integrity
in Relation to Sports Betting

for all International Sports Federations and Organisations

International federations (IFs) are encouraged to:

X Ensure that all participants are automatically bound by and are required to comply with all
of the provisions of the IF Rules related to Sports Betting.

X Ensure that participants familiarise themselves with all IF Rules related to Sports Betting,
including what constitutes an offence.

The following Definitions and Model Rules are provided as a recommended guide for IFs to
incorporate into their Rules and Regulations, while acknowledging that the particularities of each
IF will require adaptation of the following:

Definitions

X Inside Information: Any non-public information relating to any competition or event that a
participant possesses by virtue of his/her position within the sport. Such information
includes, but is not limited to, factual information regarding the competitors, the conditions,
tactical considerations, injuries, or any other aspect of the competition or event but does
not include such information that is already published or a matter of public record, readily
acquired by an interested member of the public, or disclosed according to the rules and
regulations governing the relevant competition or event.

X Sports integrity: to preserve the fundamental character of sporting competition as an
honest test of skill and ability; to act on and off the field in ways consistent with preserving
the social and economic value of sport.

X Manipulation of sports results/match fixing: irregularly influencing the course or the result of
a sports event in order to obtain advantage for oneself or for others and to remove all or
part of the uncertainty normally associated with the results of a competition.

X Match Corruption: Promising, offering, giving, requesting or receiving any bribe or other
reward or accepting the promise or offer thereof to fix or otherwise to influence improperly
the result, or any other aspect of a sports event.

x  Participants: D GHILQLWLRQ RI 3SDUWLFLSDQWV™ LQ DQ\ FRPSHWLW
concerning all accredited individuals including athletes, judges, IF and National Olympic
Committee (NOC) employees, officials and families, the event organising committee and
the entourage of all participants.

X Sports betting: all sports betting-based games that involve wagering a stake with a
monetary value in games in which participants may win, in full or in part, a monetary prize
based, totally or partially, on chance or uncertainty of an outcome. (i.e. fixed and running
odds, totalisator/toto games, live betting, betting exchange, spread betting and other
games offered by sports betting operators, etc):

other electronic information storage devices);

j- To knowingly assist, cover up or otherwise be complicit in any acts previously described
committed by a participant. The participant shall be treated as having committed such
acts himself and shall be liable accordingly.

give the largest mutual help and ensure spontaneous exchange of intelligence and
information on manipulation of sports results between national, foreign and international
authorities, where there are reasonable grounds to believe that any offence established in
accordance with the IFs regulations has been committed and provide, upon request, all
necessary information to the national, foreign or international authority requesting them;
submit data in their possession or under their control when requested to by government
authorities;

introduce mechanisms for whistle-blowing in the area of manipulation of sports results to
ensure disclosure of information (e.g. hotline, email address);

ensure protection of privacy and personal data in the area of investigation of manipulation
of sports results in the light of respect for human rights;

support the regulation of sports betting to ensure responsible betting behaviour and to
combat illegal betting.
